Aspen
The very name has come to mean exclusivity,

class and fun. Aspen has earned the reputation as
a jet set retreat and watering hole. Aspen
Highlands’ new “Deep Temerity” lift offers access
to the steepest terrain in Colorado. Known for its
“freestyle Fridays.”

Breckenridge
Breckenridge is the closest major ski area to

Colorado Springs. This is the ideal spot for be-
ginning and intermediate skiers with miles of easy
to moderate slopes across three mountains. The
quad lift reaches Peak 8 at 12,840 feet.

Copper Mountain
This Summit County ski area is home to the

only North American Club Med ski resort. Skiers
have an abundance of runs (75 at last count), a
plush hotel and a huge health club. 

Durango Mountain Resort
The old “Wild West” flavor is evident at this

area in southwest Colorado. Most runs are inter-
mediate, with enough of the steep and bumpy to
wear out the knees of the most avid mogul-basher.
Skiers can drive a short distance to see the ancient
cliff dwellings of Mesa Verde; open year-round.

Howelsen Hill
The oldest ski area in Colorado, known for its

large natural ski jumps. With amazing scenery, it
is a great place for those looking for a smaller
place. Run by the City of Steamboat Springs, CO.

Keystone
At Keystone you get three mountains on one

lift ticket: groomed skiing on Keystone Mountain;
challenging intermediate and advanced runs on
North Peak; and fabulous powder skiing above
the timberline at Arapahoe Basin.

Loveland
Located entirely within the Arapahoe National

Forest, this is a traditional, no frills ski resort locat-
ed on top of the Continental Divide with an eleva-
tion of 13,010 feet. No lift lines, free parking, with
the highest chair lift in the world.

Monarch
Located on the Continental Divide in the vast

San Isabel National Forest, Monarch offers an

incredible view with one of the most abundant
snowfalls in the state...over 350 inches a year.

Powderhorn
Opened in 1937, Powderhorn is located on the

slopes of a Grand Mesa covered with pine, aspen
and mountain lakes. Located east of Grand
Junction, Powderhorn is family-friendly. Cross-
country skiing and snowmobiling opportunities
are available on the top of the mesa.

Snowmass
Adjacent to Aspen, Snowmass exhibits moun-

tainous expanses and a playing field that goes on
forever. Twelve miles from Aspen, 95% of the
lodging is right on the mountain. Dog sled rides
and snowshoe tours are also available.

SolVista
Located just south of Granby, SolVista was

ranked as the #1 family resort in Colorado in
2004. It offers a variety of terrain to fit all levels of
ability.

Steamboat
A big, broad mountain in the heart of north-

west Colorado, Steamboat has a variety of terrain,
including powder bowls, mogul slots, and miles of
open cruising for average skiers.

Taos
While located in New Mexico, Taos Ski Valley

Resort is still a popular destination for Colorado
skiers with a top-notch ski school, lots of snow
and small crowds. Taos is a classic, alpine skiing
resort, with no snowboarding runs.

Telluride
John Naisbitt, author of Megatrends, describes

Telluride as the most beautiful place on the planet.
Once a booming mining town, Telluride, with a
unique blend of Victorian quaintness and Western
hospitality, is a mecca for skiers of all abilities
seeking uncrowded slopes.

Vail & Beaver Creek
Vail is still the largest single-mountain ski

resort in Colorado. Powderhounds and experts
enjoy the vast back bowls. For the intermediates,
there’s fall-line cruising; and for those with strong
legs, a run down Look Ma is the ultimate mogul
test. Ten miles further west is the newer resort of
Beaver Creek.

When you venture to the high country, you will find a wide
variety of ski areas with every amenity, at prices ranging
from inexpensive to luxury. Some hints to remember:
lift tickets can be purchased at a discount from area
supermarkets and sporting goods stores and ski rentals
can be less of a hassle if rented locally before leaving.
